These are the visual and contextual building plans that contractors use to turn vision into reality. 
Everything is mapped out ahead of ti me, from the grading around the foundati on to the brand of 
lights in the ceiling.
Unfortunately, not all manufacturers are consistently able to deliver products in a ti mely fashion—
or at an acceptable price:

While the architect or engineer initi ally picked a known brand 2x4 troff er out of a product catalog, 
the end-customer was forced to endure high prices and extensive lead ti mes when ordering. The 
end-customer sought us out and added us to the specifi cati on.   
Distributors att empted to cross the specifi cati on with products from multi ple manufacturers, but 
for the end-customer this means:
 • 3 diff erent product prices (with less volume to achieve economies of scale)
 • 3 diff erent delivery ti mes (while paid employees and contractors wait on job site to install)
 • 3 diff erent product brands/styles (how tacky – even if it’s nice stuff  and looks similar)
Those Lighti ng Engineers or Electrical Distributors should have called How Digital sooner. We made 
these troff ers in all 3 lumen outputs, in a matching housing, and are shipping them to customer 
locati ons in all 50 States. We even pulled in a Nati onal Distributor of our choice, and an MSA 
(master service agreement) between them and the end-customer was executed.

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Distributors supply electrical products (wire, lighti ng, HVAC) to 
the end-customers and installers/contractors who need them.

They sell products at a markup. Some warehouse and stock products while others simply drop ship 
and off er credit terms.  
The largest Electrical Distributors in the Country simply quoted all 3 troff ers on the prior spec and 
moved on to the next quote.
Here’s another real fi xture schedule where a paid Lighti ng Engineer specifi ed a food safety rated 
panel light for a fi re stati on: 

Food grade product is unnecessary in this environment yet the published specifi cati on locks in that 
requirement.
The unfounded requirement prohibits competi ng manufacturers with completely suitable products 
from bidding this work.  
Every ti me this municipality retrofi ts a fi re stati on within city limits, they are required to obtain 
quotes from 3 suppliers.
Electrical Distributors bid on the business at unknown profi t margins, never addressing or correcti ng 
the situati on.
These customers eventually fi nd us and change the way they do things. We implore Distributors 
to pull us in sooner than that.
Our engineering teams rewrite specs—and history. Distributors can either be the catalyst for change 
or maintain the status quo.
